A Secret Garden in a Shoebox [

What would you like to see in your secret garden? A swimming pool? A pirate
ship? Aliens? You can have whatever you’d like with this fantastic crafty
project - a secret garden should be a place that makes you feel happy, and

- should contain a little magic, just like the one that Mary finds.

You will need:
One old shoebox
e Some cardboard
Lots and lots of coloured paper
and pictures from magazines
Scissors
PVA glue
Greaseproof/tissue paper
A big imagination

. At one end of the box, cut out a keyhole-shaped
hole big enough to peep through. Then decorate
the outside of the box with designs for a door
and walls. You might like to try drawing your own
on paper and sticking them down or you can use
pictures cut out of old magazines.

. Now do the same for the inside of the walls -
scrunched-up tissue paper makes great hedges, or
bits of twig for a fence. Don’t forget the floor, too -
do you want to have green grass? Or is your secret
garden in the desert - or on the moon?

. It’s time to make your secret garden 3-D. Cut out
pictures of whatever you’d like to have in your
garden and stick them carefully onto cardboard,
or just draw your own designs. Now cut them out,
leaving a tab of about 1.5cm at the bottom.

. Fold the tabs and then glue them to the base of
your secret garden - make sure the pictures face the keyhole with the biggest at
the back! If you’d prefer your objects to move around in the garden, then make
the tabs bigger and fold them back without sticking them down.

. When your secret garden is complete, tape some coloured tissue paper or
greaseproof paper over the top of your garden to keep it secret, then let your
friends and family peek through the keyhole to look inside.
